Location:	Camp Oest, located in the Broad Creek Memorial Boy Scout Camp


near Whiteford, Harford County.

Directions to Camp Oest:  From Interstate 95, take exit 80 North (Route 543).  Proceed north on Route 543 for approximately 2 miles to the traffic light at Route 136.  Turn right on Route 136.  Proceed north on Route 136 for approximately 13 miles to the town of Dublin.  Turn right on RT. 440 (Dublin Rd.).  After passing through the intersection in the town of Dublin, take the first left on to Castleton Rd.  Proceed about 2.5 miles and turn left on to Day Rd.  Turn right on to Robinson Mill Rd. and enter Camp Oest.  Park in the designated firefighter’s parking area. Check in at the ICP in the Pavilion.





What to bring:  This is a fire camp setting.  Canvas tents, fireline gear, and meals will be provided after Check-in.  Participants should bring a sleeping bag, flashlight, personal toiletries, rain gear, field clothes, leather gloves, and approved fireline work boots.  Those attending the training classes (S 200 & 211) will need to bring a Fireline Handbook and a Tactics Reference Guide.  No alcohol or drugs.  This is a “closed camp” so participants will not be permitted to leave the area until they are checked out on Sunday.





Maryland Fire Crew apparel will be available for purchase on site.  Red Wing Boot Commissary will be on site accepting Visa, Discover, Master Card, American Express and personal checks.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS





S-200 – Initial Attack Incident Commander Type 4 (ICT4) - This course provides the individual in charge of the initial attack of small, non-complex fires the training needed for readiness and mobilization, size-up of the fire, and the administrative requirements that must be completed by the incident commander.





S-211 – Portable Pumps and Water Use - This is a 12-16 hour course designed to give trainee’s practical knowledge and application skills of portable pump operations.
